(Cleveland, OH)  -  Reality Check! Those coins you have lying in every conceivable cranny of your home are REAL money!  C’Mon, remember they’re worth something! Take them seriously.  Fantasize that those metal objects jangling in your pocket are paper denominations of $100 each.  Roll, wrap and deposit enough of them and you’ll almost begin to feel RICH.  In October, Cleveland Saves is reprising its Roll Your Change Week, first introduced in October 2003 to teach Greater Clevelanders to deposit their change once a year at their local banks and credit unions during this week-long event.  It is an initiative meant to focus awareness not only on the value of loose change but on money and banking generally - especially on saving.  Greater Clevelanders will be reminded once each year during “Roll Change Week” to gather up their spare change from their homes, automobiles and offices and rush it down for deposit at their neighborhood branch bank.

During last five years’ of this promotion, more than $878,000 worth of small change was rolled and deposited into Greater Cleveland financial institutions.  Like its parent organization, Roll Your Change Week was born as the first in the nation in Cleveland, Ohio.  And, now it is being copied across the country.  
It’s Time to Locate those hidden assets!  There are hundreds of pennies, dimes, nickels and quarters lying under sofa pillows, in the corners of dresser drawers, in jars, tin cans and piggy banks - even in the  pockets of your clothes hanging in the closet. None of them are producing a nickel’s worth of interest.  It is estimated that $10 Billion in loose change is sitting unproductively in homes across America.  Make those loose coins work for you!  Round them up, roll them up and deposit them at one of the participating banks or credit unions to start earning interest.  Wrapped change can be deposited into an existing savings account or open a special savings account starting Monday, October 20th continuing through the end of business Saturday, October 25th, 2008.  
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All depositors of rolled coins during “Change Week” will be eligible for a chance at winning a $1,000 Series I Savings Bond.

This local savings initiative is funded through grants made from foundations and corporations. Funding is also provided by the 15 banks and credit unions that support this initiative and provide special savings accounts to participants.
